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ADDITIONAL STATISTICS & RESOURCES
RESTRAINT USE 
· Only 46 percent children ages 4-7 were properly restrained in booster seats in 2013, statistically unchanged from 2011.
· Only 9 percent of children ages 1-3 were prematurely graduated to booster seats in 2013, a significant decrease from 12 percent in 2011.

· About 10 percent of children ages 1-3 were restrained in rear-facing car seats in 2013, a significant increase from 7 percent in 2011.
· The 2013 National Survey of the Use of Booster Seats (NSUBS) shows that only 66 percent of children ages 4-7 were restrained in either forward-facing car seats (20%) or in booster seats (46%). About 24 percent of children ages 4-7 were prematurely moved to seat belts and 9 percent were unrestrained.

· Safety is also a big issue for older kids. From 2008-2012, there were 1,874 child passenger vehicle occupants in the 8-14 age group killed in crashes. A third of these kids (610) were killed while riding in the front seat.  All children under age 13 should always ride in the back seat.

· Far too many “tween” passengers ride completely unrestrained, exposing them to great risk.

· Among kids ages 8-14 who died in crashes from 2008-2012, 47 percent of 8-year-olds, 49 percent of 10-year-olds and 57 percent of 13-year-olds were completely unrestrained at the time of the fatal crashes.

· Acording to a new Vital Signs report from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention:

· Motor vehicle occupant death rates for children declined significantly from 2002 to 2011. However, one third (33%) of children who died in 2011 were unrestrained. 
· Almost half of all Black (45%) and Hispanic (46%) children who died in crashes were not buckled up, compared to 26 percent of White children who were killed (2009-2010).
· The 2013 NSUBS shows that Hispanic children ages 1 to 12 are restrained well below the averages for all other groups. 

· Across all age groups, Non-Hispanic White children from birth to 12 months had the highest restraint use (100%), while Non-Hispanic Black children ages 8-12 years had the lowest (69%).
