Motor vehicle crashes are the #1 killer of American teens. In fact, according to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, more than 1 driver in 9 (11.4%) involved in fatal crashes in the United States during 2009 was 15 to 20 years old. Many of these fatalities could have been prevented by the use of seat belts, but sadly the majority of teens who are killed in crashes are unbuckled.
In 2009, an alarming 61 percent of passenger vehicle occupants 15 to 20 years old killed in fatal crashes were NOT wearing seat belts. Of all teen passenger vehicle occupants killed in crashes in [State], [XX percent] were NOT buckled up. This is a teen health crisis that we must address to prevent further loss of life.
