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ADDITIONAL STATISTICS
Children Killed in Car Crashes (See footnote for further explanation)

· Over half of all children who died while riding in SUVs weren’t using car seats, booster seats or seat belts at the time of the crashes.

·  In the case of a rollover crash, an unrestrained child in an SUV could be ejected. People thrown from vehicles are four times more likely to be killed than those who remain inside. 

· Children killed in car crashes in rural areas outnumber urban areas by more than two to one (2,473 versus 1,178 from 2007-2011). 

· Longer distances away from 911 services and local hospitals and longer wait times for EMS to arrive might contribute to the number.

· Almost two-thirds of all the children killed in crashes were 4 to 12 years old (from 2007 to 2011). 

· Forty-four percent of children were killed in car crashes during the weekend; a third of all injuries also occurred during the weekend (from 2007 to 2011).

· National Surveys show Hispanic and African-American children are restrained well below the averages for all other groups.
